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PRAYERS
Before the business of the Council commenced, the Revd Roger Smith said Prayers, asking people to celebrate everything that is good about our town, and mentioning the local organisations, the schools, our Armed Forces especially the people in Afghanistan, and those residents who have died recently.
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APOLOGIES
Apologies had been received from Councillor Jones who was away, and Councillors Spendlove, Sumpter and Unger who had work commitments.
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COMMUNITY POLICING

General Report
Sgt Hopkins was present at the Meeting and copies of the crime figures for May were also available, which showed 41 crimes as follows:-

Burglary dwelling – 2

Burglary other – 2


Criminal damage – 12

Deception/fraud - 2

Theft from motor vehicles – 6

Theft/handling – 5


Theft of motor vehicles – 2

Violent offences – 10

As to the nature of the offences, the burglary dwellings related to one empty property, and one attempted burglary.  The burglary other relates to sheds and gardens and there are a lot of these at present.  Criminal damages was mostly smashed windows, and wing mirrors in the Fox Street area.  We are still having the drive-offs on our figures, although these are now much fewer.  As of today they have caught someone with forensic evidence for the thefts from motor vehicles.  With one of the thefts of a motor vehicle, the keys were left inside.  The violent incidents are a mixture of domestic and some problems at Orton House.

As to Rowell Fair, Sgt Hopkins felt that on the whole this was successful.  He worked on the Friday, Saturday and Sunday and on Monday until 3.00 pm when he received a call that there were problems.  The groups which cause problems are now old enough to drink and they were walking around the Fair with bottles and cans and the Police cannot do anything until they do something wrong.  For this reason, he felt we should consider again an Alcohol Exclusion Zone although this could be omitted for the Proclamation itself.  There is a problem with drinking in the Parks and if we had an Alcohol Exclusion Zone, the Police could take the alcohol away from people.  There is also the question of a road closure, even if this was only between 6.00 and 9.00 pm to protect the younger children, because some vehicles do race through next to the Fair .

With what happened on Monday, there were people on duty until the evening but in the afternoon a fight started and Officers called for assistance.  After this, there were reports of fights in the Charter and the Blue Bell so that the Police were dispersed to each end of the town.  There were 31 Officers attending from Corby, Wellingborough and the Protective Service, and three people were arrested.  There have been two complaints and Sgt Hopkins will be reviewing the CCTV cameras to see the response.  He was on the late shift last week and spoke to people about this.  Between 3.00 and 3.30 pm the schools were concerned at the number of drunk people, but there were also complaints about the Officers and he is to investigate this fully.  

Councillor Mrs Russell said they felt the Police presence by the Officers from outside the area was a little intimidating.  There is the tradition in this town and some of the people were older men.  Sgt Hopkins said there are two distinct groups, including some who are not old enough to go into the pubs.  Councillor Cross asked if Sgt Hopkins would be in a position by next month to explain more fully and he hoped to have more information then.  Sgt Hopkins said what happened on Monday was unfortunate and he repeated his request for an Alcohol Exclusion Zone.  Burton Latimer has just extended its Zone and we should make sure that all the Parks are covered.  

Councillor Matthew wondered if this would be an extortionate response and perhaps this would not cover what happened on Monday.  Sgt Hopkins said there was a lot of drinking on the streets in the evenings, and we have a lot of complaints about drinking in the Parks.  Councillor Pote would be in favour of an Alcohol Exclusion Zone especially because of the Parks where sometimes there are 20-30 cans left around in the morning.  There is also a nuisance with rowdyism which is probably sometimes caused by drink and the PCSOs have to look at this.  As to the Exclusion Zone in Burton Latimer, the Licensing Department has considered this and extended the Zone.  He will have to declare an Interest when Rothwell is discussed but he felt it should be virtually the whole town.  Perhaps there could be an exception for Rowell Fair Monday, and there is also the Gala when mulled wine is sold.  

Councillor Matthew referred to the disabled parking spaces which will shortly be in the part of Market Hill near the Red Lion, and he asked if the PCSOs could monitor these, especially in the early days and put a notice on any vehicles inappropriately parked in a disabled space.

Police Questions from the Public
A resident referred to the pinch point in Glendon Road because some people did not think it was in the right location.  Sgt Hopkins said this is a good idea although there will always be people who object.  Mr West lives in Glendon Road and vehicles do speed going out of the town as well and this will not help.  However, Sgt Hopkins did not think there was anywhere else it could safely have been put.  The Clerk reported that Councillor Spendlove had asked her to mention that he has received a comment that the build-out could not easily be seen in the dark, and perhaps this could be lit or have a larger sign to warn people.  
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QUESTIONS FROM THE PUBLIC
(1)
Well Lane Recreation Ground:  a resident has sent the Police an E-mail, thanking them for keeping an eye on this area.  She has been told by the Borough Council that the bollards have arrived but there is a piece missing.  There could be a sign saying no ball games after dark, because they do play until about 2.00 am at night on occasions.  There is also the continuing damage to the Community Centre itself.  

(2)
Rushton Road:  a resident said how difficult it is to cross Rushton Road, near Crispin Street, particularly with a motorised scooter which she is just starting to use.  In addition, by the cricket field there is an area where you cannot get along Desborough Road easily and it would be useful to have dropped kerbs there.  She was told that they cannot do anything about Rushton Road until there is a serious accident.  On Sundays, there are a lot of cars parked there owned by people going to the Catholic Church and these are even on the bend.  It was AGREED to write to the County Highways Department and ask for dropped kerbs on either side of Fanny Joyce's Lane and the access to the former garage.  As to cars parked on the pavement in Rushton Road, this is a Police matter and it was AGREED to ask them to look at this.  Councillor Mrs Brown will also raise this at the Joint Action Group Meeting the following week.  

(3)
Postal Deliveries:  a resident of Oxford Street reported that a lot of mail is being delivered to the wrong addresses, or not arriving at all, and this includes new credit cards.  She is missing some mail, but has also received letters addressed to other people.  It was AGREED to write to Royal Mail again.

(4)
County Councillors' budgets:  Mr West raised the question of the amount recently spent at the County but Councillor Pote said they did pay for the photographs themselves.  A resident's sister in Kettering did not know who her Councillor is for the Avondale Ward, and Councillor Pote will check this.

(5)
Planters:  Mr West thought the planter outside the Conservative Club looked good, and it was confirmed there is also one at the end of Bridge Street, outside Maton Rose.  These were provided by the Town Centre Partnership.

(6)
Bus Bays outside the Medical Centre:  the Clerk had given copies of the correspondence over the last year or so to Mr West, and it was confirmed that the Town Council is still committed to try and get these bus bays.  The Chairman had met Mr Nick Gore, the County Highways Liaison Officer, recently and he seemed quite helpful. While they were inspecting the area, a bus did stop right outside the Medical Centre for a short while.  County Councillor Pote is also pushing for the bus bays.  Councillor Seery has been re-elected and he is looking at the issue.  Councillor Matthew would like to see the situation regularised with the bus just stopping in the road as this does not cause a lot of disruption.  We could perhaps have this for a trial period.  Perhaps we could discuss with Stagecoach just having a bus stop sign.  Members agreed that on the other side of the road, there needs to be a bus bay with a shelter for people waiting to travel back into the town.  Mr West said an assessment in August said they could not put this in because of the crossing there but they have this in other areas.  Councillor Cross said Mr West continues to come to the Meetings but the Town Council will not forget this issue, especially as they have bus stops outside the Medical Centre in Kettering and we should have them here.
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MINUTES
It was MOVED by Councillor Cross, SECONDED by Councillor Mrs Talbot and RESOLVED that the minutes of the Meeting held on 12th May 2009 be confirmed and signed.
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HIGHWAYS
Ramp Metering on the A14
Copies of a response from Victoria Bennett of the Highways Agency had been circulated prior to this Meeting.  She understood the Town Council was particularly concerned the ramp metering could cause traffic to back up through Rothwell and that the topography of the junction makes it difficult for drivers to access the A14.  She explained that the ramp metering is part of a package to improve the A14 around Kettering in order to facilitate planned growth.  This includes a scheme to deliver traffic management technology such as message signs, queue detection, CCTV and necessary infrastructure as well as proposals to widen the section between junctions 7 and 9.  Ramp metering is a technique which reduces delays at junctions and works by managing traffic on the slip roads.  During busy periods, signals release just a few vehicles at a time which prevents merging and mainline traffic from bunching together and creating a bottleneck which delays everyone.  However, sensors are also placed on the slip roads to monitor vehicles to minimise the possibility of queues forming on local roads.  If a queue starts to form, the lights increase the green time and let more vehicles onto the mainline.  The design of every scheme is tailored to local circumstances and takes into account differences, for example, in slip road length, sign lines and the typical speed at which vehicles join the mainline.  They are now beginning to look at producing detailed design proposals which will include assessment of the issues we raise.  If anyone wanted to find out more about the technique, there are some useful pages on their website – www.highways.gov.uk/rampmetering .

It was still felt that traffic would back up into the town, and the Highways Agency would not stop traffic on the A14 to let local traffic through.  Councillor Roebuck referred to the original Meeting when they said there would be traffic lights on the slip road, probably near the top, but we also have the Desborough traffic coming through.  They confirmed there will not be any lights on the A14 itself so that traffic there will be continuous.

Councillor Matthew said they are now looking at the design proposals which will take into account our concerns.  He felt we should write back that our concerns have not been addressed and we look forward to being included in the consultation once the design proposals have been completed.  It was AGREED to write to the Highways Agency with these comments, with copies to the County Council and Philip Hollobone MP.

Birse Compound
The Clerk had received an E-mail from Alan Jones, the Public Liaison Officer for Birse Civils, that they have been awarded the contract by the Highways Agency to install traffic management systems at various locations along the length of the A14 from Catthorpe to Felixstowe.  This consists of concrete bases, overhead gantries, ducts and cables.  They are setting up their site compound in a field behind the Service Station/McDonalds by Rothwell Lodge Farm, and this should be occupied by June.  He felt they had enjoyed an excellent working relationship with the Town Council and local people when they constructed the bypass and felt confident they would be able to achieve the same on this new contract.  The Clerk had his contact details if we needed to get in touch on any issue.

A14 Maintenance Service Provider
A letter had been received from Carillion WSP that as of 1st July 2009 they will no longer be responsible for maintenance issues on the A14 as AOne+ will be taking over as Service Provider.  AOne+ should be contacting us shortly with their contact details.  They also asked if we could complete a customer satisfaction survey.  It was AGREED to take no action here.

Outstanding Highways Issues
Copies of the Notes from the Site Meeting the Chairman had on 22nd May 2009 with Mr Nick Gore, the County Highways Liaison Officer, had been circulated prior to this Meeting together with the list of outstanding issues we had sent to Mr Gore.  As to the proposed change of priorities in the High Street, Mr Gore had suggested that there should be a public consultation on this, and he felt the original plan should have been checked by a Senior Officer. 

It was AGREED to ask him what form a public consultation exercise would take and if the project could just move forward with the existing plans.

Disabled Parking Spaces
Copies of the objection received from a resident had been circulated prior to this Meeting.  Councillor Pote had not heard whether the complainant wished to make any other comment, but the County Council is measuring up the area.  This work would have been done by now if it was not for the objection but Councillor Pote understands that it will now go ahead.

Columbus Crescent
A reply had been received from Alan Bransby, the Senior Construction Manager at MGWSP, about the water standing on Columbus Crescent since the recent resurfacing, which we feel would cause problems in icy conditions.  He said the original road layout was designed without any camber and to introduce it now would result in significant drainage problems.  He has looked at the problem under the worst rainfall conditions, and there are two localised spots where workmanship may have been better.  However, these are small, located near the channel and are not particularly hazardous.  He would not wish to alter those areas because it would introduce joints and disturb the look of a new surface for little gain.  He sent photographs of the two locations which are at the junctions with Chichester Close and Cook Close.  

Members felt that this answer was unacceptable and the area would be very dangerous in icy weather, especially as this is also a bus route.  There is this level of standing water after a short shower and it was felt there must have been a camber here previously because there was no flooding before the resurfacing was carried out.  In addition the contractors have left behind a road sign saying 'No Road Markings' which needs to be taken away.  It was AGREED to write back to MGWSP with these comments.

Street Resurfacing
We had written to MGWSP that Daisy Bank Avenue, High Hill Avenue, Wales Street and Well Lane are all in a bad condition and asking for these to be assessed for a resurfacing scheme in the near future.  We had received a response that they will inspect these with a view to carrying out some repairs and assessing them for future works, although no timescale can be given.  The streets that are in the programme for this financial year are Littlewood Street and Stanley Street. It was AGREED to write back and ask them to add New Street to the list for consideration.

As to the work in Littlewood Street and Stanley Street, we had received a copy of the letter to be sent to all the residents about the work, which is programmed to begin on Monday, 27th July 2009.  It was reported that a resident of Littlewood Street had said there are to be some new houses there, and so he felt the work should be deferred until after then.  However, it was not felt this would be practicable.

A14 Roundabouts at Junctions 3 & 4
Councillor Pote said these are being discussed between the County and Borough Councils and it looks as though these roundabouts will be available for sponsorship and planting up. Councillor Cross said coming off the A14 at junction 4 vision is poor because of the growth of grass on the verges.

Potholes
Councillor Matthew asked for the other Members' views on the quality of the patching which has been done.  The Chairman had mentioned to Mr Gore about the cobbles missing from the Market Hill area as these are now filled with tarmac.  

Roadway, Sun Hill
Councillor Cross said on the road behind Ram's Supermarket, a car came out very fast.  He wondered what should be done with this road as he did not think it was really needed.  Members of the Town Council will monitor this road to consider having a bollard here.  It was AGREED to put this on the Agenda for the next Meeting.

Weeds in the Town
There are a lot of weeds throughout the town; some of them seem to have been treated but it was not known if the property owners did this themselves or if MGWSP has arranged the treatment.  We will find out the situation, as the weeds did get too high, and perhaps they could let us know if Weedwise still treats these and if they can re-inspect the town to see if some areas still need treatment.

Road Closure – Glendon Road
The County Council had sent notification that there is a request for an Order for a temporary road closure of Glendon Road from the edge of the town to Violet Lane.  This is to carry out the installation of the new Anglian water service and is for the safety of the workforce and all road users.  It is currently expected that the Order will commence on 6th July and continue until 17th July 2009.  

It was AGREED to try and find out how long the road will actually be closed, and whether access will be retained for emergency vehicles, the bus service and residents.

Build-out, Glendon, Glendon Road
Members of the Town Council will check this although they thought the signs were in the correct position.
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PLANNING

Report of the Planning Referee
In the absence of Councillors Spendlove and Jones, the Clerk reported on planning issues.  We had been notified that Application KET/2009/0165 in respect of a childcare facility/day nursery at 43 Kettering Road had been withdrawn.

Councillors Pote and Roebuck declared interests on the last-mentioned Application.  As always, Councillor Mrs Brown did not take part in any of the discussions on planning matters as she is still a Substitute on one of the Borough Planning Committees. 

We had received amended plans for KET/2009/0142 in respect of the truck stop facility on land off Orton Road, but the Planning Referee and Deputy decided this did not affect our original comments.  Councillor Pote had asked the Cabinet why the Planning Committee threw out the industrial site plan, which incorporated a hotel, employment units and a small truck stop.  They said it was because this was south of the A14 but there is the old scrap yard which is also south of the road.  However, they now seem to be going to consider granting Permission for the truck stop.

Anaerobic Digester

The Application for an Anaerobic Digestion Plant had been received from the County Council and copies of the Report of the Special Meeting to consider this had been circulated prior to this Meeting.  It was MOVED by Councillor Mrs Talbot, SECONDED by Councillor Cross and RESOLVED that the Report be approved and adopted, and our comments have already been submitted as follows:-

Rothwell Town Council objects to this proposal for the following reasons:-

1.
We have serious concerns over the safety of other road users on the A14 because of the number of vehicles going into and out of the proposed plant, especially as the slip roads here were designed purely as an accommodation access for the Farm.

2.
We note the size of this plant would exempt it from certain environmental regulations, so we would be concerned that the operation would not be properly monitored.

3.
The ground underneath seems to be quite unstable but we note that they have only checked to a depth of 3 metres so we feel more investigations are needed to ascertain its suitability.

4.
When you are dealing with animal offal there is always an awful smell, even with sealed lorries and sealed units, and it is felt it would not be possible to prevent this.  Therefore in certain weather conditions, the smell could have a seriously adverse impact on Rothwell and the nearby food outlet.

5.
If the soakaway does fill up, leaking effluent could contaminate the water sources to the north and south, and especially in the event of an accident there is a serious risk of the waterways being polluted.

6.
We are concerned that the Applicants have no track record of running this type of operation.

7.
In conclusion, taking the above points into account, we feel that this site is inappropriate for this activity as planned.

Councillor Mrs Brown did not think there would be any smell from these units, but this could attract waste from other areas which would bring revenue to the Borough.

Planning Control
A complaint had been received about the new signs at Paprika Takeaway as no Planning Application had been submitted for this alteration.  The Chairman and Clerk had forwarded the complaint to the Borough Planning Department, who are investigating the matter.
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ENVIRONMENT/COMMUNITY

Footpath, Gordon Street to Well Lane
We had received an E-mail from Carla Boswell, the County Rights of Way Access Officer, that there was to have been a Site Meeting on 11th June with Bovis regarding some unspent s.106 money on improving the footpath from Gordon Street to the Well Lane Recreation Ground.  She also mentioned she would ask the developers to remove the kissing gate frame.  The Clerk had asked if someone from the Town Council could attend, and we were informed the Borough Planners agreed that just one representative could go, as there are two representatives from Bovis, Carla Boswell herself, and four people from the Borough.  The Clerk has also asked if the Borough will remove the kissing gate frame straight away, as we have had a reminder about this.  This Meeting was postponed and will not now take place until 11.00 am on 15th July, and the Chairman thought he would be able to attend.

Whilst in contact with Carla Boswell, the Clerk also asked about the footpath at the rear of the houses in Gordon Street which has been affected by the Groococks development.  She confirmed they have received a diversion application from Orbit Housing.  They will be processing this fairly shortly and it will be the next Order to be done, but unfortunately they have a large backlog.  The Town Council and the residents of Gordon Street will be consulted on the Diversion Order of footpath UH2 where it leaves Kettering Road and has been built on.  She believes everyone is unhappy about the current enclosed pathway behind Nos. 3-9 Gordon Street, but Ms Boswell was not sure what can be done to change it greatly as funding is tight.  Ultimately if a lot of people object to it and a resolution cannot be found, it could possibly result in a Public Inquiry and as a last resort the house could be pulled down.  However, this would not resolve the issue of the enclosed part of the footpath at the end of the new estate, and she felt an alternative route would be better.  These Orders can take up to a year to process so there will not be a speedy decision.  Ms Boswell asked if the footpath was yet open through the new flats.  

We had agreed there could be an opening in the fence from the car park for the town houses on the Groococks site but it was not thought this had yet been done.

Droué Sign
The Clerk had received an E-mail from the Secretary of the Twinning Committee that they have decided that the cost of the re-erection of the Droué sign of £185 + VAT was too expensive .  They are looking at alternative ideas and will advise the Town Council in due course.

It was not thought this would be done any cheaper by a contractor.  However, some time ago we had asked if extra arms could be placed on the directional sign at the top of the Market Hill Square, one for the Methodist Church and possibly one for a different Droué sign, although we understand the Twinning Committee has a replacement side for this.  We will find out if this is possible.

Street Benches
As to the seat which has gone from the shared cycleway/footway between Rothwell and Desborough, the County Council has informed us that the contractor definitely did not remove this.  The Clerk had therefore asked the Borough Council if this had been taken in for repair or refurbishment but she did not know if it has been returned.

The seat on the east side of Market Hill Square was also missing, so the Clerk asked about this one as well, and this has now been put back.

Pocket Park
Copies of the details of this year's Summer Sortie had been circulated prior to this Meeting, for information.

Dog Waste Bin
The Borough Council has received a complaint about the dog waste bin which has been put near the water tower off Rushton Road.  This was overflowing and smelled a lot.  He would like this to be moved as it is only a few feet from his bungalow, whereas other properties in the area have their garden before the alleyway.  Mr Chester at the Borough Council wanted to know what the Town Council would like to do.  

It was AGREED to write to Mr Chester, with a copy to the resident, asking if Environmental Services could please ensure this is emptied regularly.  There was a lot of consultation with dog owners about where this should be put before the location was agreed and it is well used so the Town Council would not want it moved to another site.

Madams Gardens
Some of the residents had complained that around the courtyard at Madams Gardens there is only grass and they would like some flowers planted there.  It was AGREED to write to Mr Conway, the Borough Head of Housing, with a copy to Mr David Lane of the Community Services Department.

Youth Group
Councillor Mrs Brown reported that the Urban Dance Course averages about 30 young people, especially with Diversity winning the "Britain's Got Talent" competition.  There is no charge to the young people for this.  This will give the Youth Group a track record which will assist with obtaining further funding.  

The Play Rangers still come to the Community Centre every Thursday.  The Community Centre is currently closed for work to be carried out, but the play scheme will be moving to the Cricket Club.  
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MATTERS OF BUSINESS

Capital Projects
This scheme was held up by the local elections and now there will be problems with holidays.  It was AGREED to keep this on the Agenda as a recurring item.

Regional Plan
We had received details from the East Midlands Regional Assembly of the Regional Plan Partial Review, Options Consultation Launch.  There will be a half day workshop in each of the Region's Housing Market Areas during July 2009 and they sent a full list of dates and venues.

Give or Take Days
The Clerk had received an E-mail from Rebecca Cook, the County Waste Campaign's Officer.  Over the last three years she has helped to organise a number of community re-use events, and their Give or Take Days are an excellent way of encouraging local residents to get together and swap unwanted items.  There is a guide available to help any organisation which might wish to plan their own event.

Format of the Agenda
Councillor Matthew said he felt that by about 9.15 pm, there is Agenda fatigue and sometimes important items at the end of the Meeting are gone through very quickly.  He felt we could have the items in a different order although Planning could be kept in the second half to give Councillor Spendlove sufficient time.  We have previously taken items out of sequence if a member of the public raises the issue.  The Community Policing item will remain at the beginning so that the Officers can leave as soon as possible.  Councillor Mrs Brown felt it would be useful to also have the Youth Group on the Agenda as a recurring item.

It was AGREED that the Chairman and Clerk will look at this.

Annual Return

The Clerk had been advised that the Town Council's electrical equipment should be PAT tested.  It was AGREED to ask Kaygee if they would carry out this work.
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ADMISSION OF PRESS & PUBLIC
In view of the confidential nature of the business about to be transacted, it was AGREED that the Press and Public be asked to withdraw.
